Downloading Pictures from the Kodak Camera

The procedure for downloading the images from the camera to the Mac is fairly straightforward. Note that due to the poorly written Kodak software, the Mac may crash when you attempt to disconnect the camera. Don’t worry, it’s a Mac. It can handle it.

· Turn Camera Off

· Plug Camera USB cable into left-hand side of Mac keyboard

· Plug other end of cable to Camera.

· Turn on Camera. A Camera Icon will mount on the desktop. This is just like a regular  volume, so you can double-click it and then copy the contents of the folder to the mac hard drive. I have set up a folder on the desktop to hold all of the images on:

KAMP_Info:Camera_Pictures

· When you copy the data over, rename it to the day in which you are downloading the pictures; e. g. 010824 for August 24, 2001.

· Turn the camera off. This may or may not lock up the Mac. If it does, simply hit the reset button on the front-bottom-left of the Mac and disconnect the USB cable from the Mac while it reboots.

· You can then copy the images over to the Linux box and tar them up, or make movies yourself. See the Making_Movies.doc to learn how to make the movies.
